Widely considered to be one of the most exclusive ocean front 
developments in this popular Caribbean destination, The ESTATE is slated for completion in fall 2008. 
 
Value is a powerful motivator for purchasers, with these exclusive residences selling at just US $780 per square 
foot. This price point represents high investment value in comparison with other super luxury Caribbean 
development projects offered at $1,000 to $1,400 per square foot. Only four ESTATE units remain on the market. Of 
these, three are offered at $3.5 million, each measuring 4,500 square feet; the fourth, a one-of-a-kind single floor 
penthouse measuring 7,000 square feet, is priced at $8 million.

 Newly expanded, the Grace Bay Club resort now stretches along 1100 feet of prime beach frontage, and is 
set on 11 elegantly landscaped acres. Five oceanfront acres are designated to THE ESTATE.  

 Grace Bay Club, initially comprised of a single boutique building, was Provo’s first luxury property. Closed 
since April 2006, the original building will re-open in spring 2007 as the new Hotel at Grace Bay Club after a 
complete and luxurious transformation. This revered venue sets the standard for style and comfort in the 
region, making Grace Bay Club the preferred address in Turks & Caicos. 

 
Structured in three distinct sections, the resort offers intimacy and tranquility in areas reserved exclusively for adult 
guests, with separate family-friendly areas and great programs for children.
